For FTOs:   
“I saw my FTO putting things in his pocket while we were on my first burglary call.  He said the in-
surance company would pay for it.  We usually spent most of our time sitting in the median pretend-
ing we were running radar, while he was actually sleeping.” 
 
For line supervisors:   
“It was obvious there was a sudden change in my attitude and a loss of productivity.  I went from 
being a conscious officer to where my total focus was on nothing but me.  There just wasn’t enough 
direct supervision.  If they had disciplined me for my minor infractions, it would have been a deter-
rent.”   
 
For academy students and all officers:   
“I feel like scum.  I ruined my boy’s life.  My parents are ashamed.  My wife’s life is on hold.  I’ve 
been in prison for nine years now, and she has come to see me every weekend.  I turned into the en-
emy.  I fought people like me everyday.  Now I’m one of them.  I hate myself and I can’t undo it.”  
It’s not a good feeling to be a cop in prison.  I can’t even walk down the hallway without having 
someone with me.”

“We had an instructor and swat team leader who used to say we are the biggest, baddest street gang 
in America.  Afterwards, I started having an us versus them attitude.”
